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Abstract  The United States has many core interests in the Middle East, such as
national security, economic stability, and counter terrorism. Egypt is considered the
strongest ally of the United States in the Arab world since the Egyptian-Israeli Peace
Treaty signed in 1979, after which the United States has provided Egypt with a large
sum of military and economic aids on an annual basis. In July 2013, Egypt's elected
president Mohamed Morsi was deposed by the Egyptian Armed Forces, forcing the
U.S. government to enact its laws to cut the annual aid to Egypt. This paper reveals
the complexity of interests and the interweaving of diverse strategic considerations in
the US foreign policy towards Egypt through a historical analysis of the US aid to
Egypt, the influence of Egypt's military coup on America’s aid policy, and equally
important, the mechanisms of the United States’ aid policies.
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
