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Abstract By applying the theory of systemic-functional linguistics, this paper analyzes and compares the language
functions and forms of two kinds of Arabic news headlines, and summarizes their linguistic features. Furthermore, it

explains the impact of social function on the use of language based on the contextual variables analysis in headlines.
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
