Abstract  After 1.25 revolution, the political transition of Egypt brings hope to
the political development of Middle East. However, the serious social turmoil brings
giant uncertainty to the democratic transition of Egypt. Actually, traditional western
democratic theory inevitably misleads Egypt’s democratization to a myth, because it
excessively emphasizes immediate results, unilaterally take the foundation of
democratic system and the realization of political rights especially vote right as the
terminal line of democratic transition, on the contrary, it overlooks democracy’s
profound meanings. In some extent, democracy is a lengthy process that realizes
different civil rights one by one, including basic right, political right and social right.
These three kinds of rights sustain mutually and constitute the three dimensions of
democracy. The democratic transition in Mubarak era ignore the basic law of
democratic development, the democratic institutions endow some limit political
right to citizen, but the lack of basic right and social right ultimately cause a
hollowing out of the democracy. Although post-revolution Egypt has got some
substantial progresses on the construction of democratic institutions, the lack of civil
rights still severely restricts democracy’s maturity. From election to good

governance, the democratic transition of Egypt is still a long way off.
