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Abstract Despite the differences in political systems, China and Saudi Arabia have no barriers in the development
of a positive relations in the future. Currently, Saudi Arabia is the largest trading partner of China in West Asia and Africa,
and the bilateral economic and trade cooperation has a broad prospect. The two sides boast sound political relations and
both of the countries adhere to the independent foreign policy. In the future, the two countries have a broader prospect in
regional organizations and international arena, such as the UN.
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
