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Abstract

The contacts between China and African Arab countries especially Sudan have a long history which can be

traced from Xi Han Dynasty. And the contacts between the two sides lasted uninterrupted. Based on the historic review and
through on-the-spot investigation and oral history, this paper emphatically observe the historic activities of Sudanese
businessman Mohammed Hajji who set up the first Sudanese commercial agency in Guangzhou to develop the trade
between Sudan and China and to strengthen the social exchange between the two sides. It reveals an unknown page in the

long history of Sudan-China relationships.
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
