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The Impact of Middle East Turmoil on China's
Overseas Interests

Abstract The Arab political reform movements which had occurred since the
beginning of 2011 had a negative impact on China's overseas interests on Sino-Arab
economic and trade, bilateral investment, project contracting and personnel security
in the Middle East. These interests mainly involved three aspects: Libya, North and
South Sudan, and the energy supply. The changes of Arab alerted China to the fact
that Chinese government should conscientiously sum up experiences and lessons,
and actively respond to protect its overseas interests. Given the experience of the
Chinese enterprises’ loss in the Arab mess, the Chinese government should establish
its own external strategy for China’s growing overseas interests.
