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[Abstract] As the most mature security emergency system in the world, the U.S.
security emergency system has been under close scrutiny by many governments and
scholars in the world. Based on the theory of productivity, relations of production and
superstructure in social organism highlighted by historical materialism, the author
sets three variables: environment, notion, and mechanism of security emergency: to
analyze the impetus and trends of the reform of U.S. security emergency system. The
author argues that the U.S. security emergency system was established and developed
in dealing with traditional security threat of the nuclear war, livelihood security threat
of natural disasters, and non-traditional security threat of terrorism, and has improved
due to the interplay among environment, notion and the mechanism. The evolution
of the U.S. security emergency system shows that it has the ability to adapt security
emergency notion to different security environment and make relevant laws to perfect
emergency organizations, which can be regarded as a positive reference for other
countries. However, the subjective negligence in emergency management caused by
excessive reliance on objective circumstance should also be avoided.
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
