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109 The Impact of the Hajj Management in Brunei on Brunei-Saudi Arabia Relations

Abstract Hajj management in Brunei affects the maintenance of Brunei’s relationship
with Saudi Arabia, which is in control of holy sites based on international law and
sovereignty. Its management mechanism has effectively deepened the sustainable development
of Brunei-Saudi Arabia friendship. Since the founding of the country in the 1980s, Brunei
has gradually established a hajj management mechanism that is led by the government, taking
enterprises as the main body and united with departments for joint management. The hajj
mechanism emphasizes the dominant position of the government and highlights the
characteristics of pluralistic co-governance, which provides an important guarantee for the
smooth development of Brunei hajj affairs. Hajj management has influenced the structural
rules of Brunei’s bilateral interaction with Saudi Arabia. Under the impact of the hajj
management mechanism of Brunei, religious and cultural relations have become the basic
relationship between Brunei and Saudi Arabia, which has established a social and political
foundation for the development of bilateral friendly relations between the two Islamic
countries, and promoted the significant enhancement of the level, stability and diversity of
their relations. At the same time, Brunei’s hajj management mechanism is also conducive to
overcoming some objective limitations in the exchanges between the two sides, and it is a key
factor for the long-term development of bilateral diplomatic relations.

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128 The Motivation, Influence and Challenge of India’s Joining the “I12U2”

Abstract Since October 18, 2021, the United States, India, Israel and the UAE have
begun to build the so-called “I2U2”. The institution has distinctive features such as diverse
countries’ types, the adoption of a minilateral model, no clear hostile objectives, and non-
military cooperation as the mainstay. The normalization of UAE-Israeli relation based on the
Abraham Accord, the strategic importance of the Middle East, the geographical proximity
between India and the Middle East, and the increasing strategic withdrawal of the United
States from the Middle East are the basic conditions for India to join the “I2U2”. As a major
extraterritorial country in the Middle East, multiple factors, including strengthening its
cooperation relations with the UAE and Israel, balancing other countries such as China and
Pakistan, hedging the losses caused by not joining the RCEP, have pushed India to join the
institution. India’s accession to the “ 12U2” has had a certain impact on India’s own country,
the Middle East region and the global political and economic structure. In the future, whether
the institution can be further developed and whether India can use this institution to achieve its
desired goals still faces many challenges, such as the problems of the institution including
doubtful effectiveness, divergent goals, security risks, outdated concept, independence
concerns, insufficient capacity.
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
